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English Pronunciation Clinic

This course aims to help students understand their own English pronunciation habits and learn
clearer and more understandable pronunciation. The course will focus on the stress and intonation
in English, which are different from those of Japanese, to enable the students to communicate
more effectively. This course is recommended for those who want to improve their English
pronunciation for presentations and discussions at academic conferences, and for those who want
to improve their oral communication skills in English.

*All classes are conducted in English.

Lesson 1: Rhythm, Pronunciation, and Word stress
Using a Kazoo (whistle), students will understand English rhythm and intonation. Students will
practice rhythm and stress through activities such as pronouncing English words with Japanese

origins, learning the differences between Japanese and English words, and learning word stress.

Lesson 2: Sentence Stress
Students will learn about sentence stress (which words are pronounced strongly or weakly) and

continue to practice speaking with English-like rhythm and intonation with a Kazoo.

Lesson 3: Consonants

Students will learn how to use their tongue, teeth, and lips for /r/ and /1/, /s/ and /[/, and other
consonants that Japanese learners have difficulty pronouncing. In addition to the pronunciation of
individual words, students will also practice pronouncing sentences naturally. They will continue

using a Kazoo to practice speaking with English-like rhythm and intonation.

Lesson 4: Vowels

Students will learn how to use their tongue, teeth and lips for vowels containing r, such as /ar/ and
/ear/ for more effective communication. They will continue using a Kazoo to practice speaking with
English-like rhythm and intonation. In addition to the pronunciation of individual word, students

will also practice pronouncing sentences naturally.
